Shooting Sports Week 6/21 – 6/26: Certified Instructors will help youth learn marksmanship, the safe and responsible use of firearms, and the basic principles of hunting. Core concepts will emphasize safety, ethical development, personal responsibility, and life-time recreational skills. Disciplines will include archery, rifle, pistol, shotgun, and black powder. Campers will also have a chance to experience many traditional camp activities during the week. Previous shooting experience is preferred but not essential. Youth who are not truly interested in learning about shooting sports will be wise to select another week with a theme more to their liking.
Ages 10 -16
Fishing Camp Week 7/5 – 7/10: Anglers will learn the basic skills and equipment needed to get started fishing, while experienced anglers will work on improving their fishing skills and explore the finer details of the angling world. We will go on a fascinating tour of the fish hatchery and find out why it was built there. A visit from the local Conservation Officer is sure to be interesting as he helps us learn about the rules, regulations and ethics surrounding fishing. But that is not all…we will also study ecology of and discover bugs and beasts of the lakes, ponds, and streams. Campers will also hike, swim, canoe, create campfires skits and enjoy a host of other great camp activities.

4H on the Wild Side Week 7/12 – 7/17: In America’s technology-based culture, the gap between youth and nature is growing. Experience nature and reunite with the great outdoors. Create a meal from gathered plants, fillet a fish, and cook it over an open fire, sleep under the stars, climb a mountain, swim in a pond, create nature crafts and more. Truly experience the great outdoors. Campers will also have a chance to enjoy a host of traditional camp activities like campfires, hikes, outdoor games, archery and more.

Hunter Education Week 7/19 – 7/24: Join NH Fish and Game Department Hunter Education staff, volunteer instructors and camp counselors to learn and practice safe, responsible, and ethical hunting. Campers will learn wildlife identification, conservation, and management; take part in a live fire exercise with rifles and shotguns; explore the outdoors through a map, compass, and overnight survival challenge; help prepare wild game for table; and participate in a friendly skills challenge at the conclusion of camp. If a camper wishes to be eligible for hunter education week, then some homework must be completed prior to coming to camp.

North Country Adventure Week 7/26 – 7/31: Get ready for a fantastic week of exciting outdoor adventure. This week will focus on building your woodcraft skills. Campers will track wildlife, go on a canoe or backpacking adventure, learn about trapping, practice survival skills, navigate with compass and GPS, practice hunting skills, and more. There will be plenty of fishing, shooting sports and traditional camp activities.
